Order of difficulty — Ask your child to order these facts from the easiest to the most
challenging. Can they explain why some facts are easier to remember? Then focus on
practising the most challenging facts.

Use memory tricks — For those hard-to-remember facts, www.multiplication.com has some
strange picture stories to help children remember.
